1. CONDITIONS OF SALE (the "Terms and Conditions")
Unless otherwise specifically agreed in writing by us (“the Seller”), the following Terms and Conditions of Sale shall govern every sale of goods made by the Seller to any Customer of the Seller (“the Buyer”). “Goods” means any goods or services agreed to be sold or provided by the Seller to the Buyer.

2. PRICE
All prices are subject to alteration without notice and the actual prices invoiced shall be the Seller's prices published at the date of order. The Seller shall be entitled to charge the Buyer the amount of value added tax on all invoices.

3. TERMS OF PAYMENT
a) Unless otherwise stated, payment must be made within 28 days from the date of invoice.
b) The Seller reserves the right to withhold the supply of further Goods until the overdue amount is paid in full.
c) The Seller reserves the right to charge statutory interest on overdue accounts.


4. DEPOSITS
The Seller reserves the right to require receipt of a completed Booking Form as written confirmation from the Buyer before the Seller agrees to accept an order for Goods and / or for any services provided by the Seller including but not limited to:

accepting conference bookings or any booking involving the Seller’s facilities.
5. CANCELLATION

The Seller reserves the right not to refund any deposits paid if the Buyer does not comply with these Terms and Conditions.  There will be a room cancellation charge if less than one weeks (5 working days) notice is given of 100% - £75.00 for a Full Day.  £50.00 for a Half Day.  Less than two weeks notice (10 working days) notice is given of 50% - £37.50 for a Full Day.  £25.00 for a Half Day.
6. WARRANTIES
The Seller shall not be bound by any oral warranty or representation given or made on its behalf, unless confirmed in writing.
7. FORCE MAJEURE
The Seller reserves the right to defer the date of delivery or to cancel the Contract or reduce the volume of the Goods ordered by the Buyer (without liability to the Buyer) if the Seller is prevented from or delayed in the carrying on of its business due to circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the Seller including, without limitation, acts of God, governmental actions, war or national emergency, acts of terrorism, protests, riot, civil commotion, fire, explosion, flood, epidemic, lock-outs, strikes or other labour disputes (whether or not relating to either party's workforce), or restraints or delays affecting carriers or inability or delay in obtaining supplies of adequate or suitable materials, provided that, if the event in question continues for a continuous period in excess of 28 days, either party shall be entitled to

give notice in writing to the other to terminate the contract.

8. DEFAULT BY CUSTOMER
If the Buyer defaults in any of his obligations to the Seller or commits any breach of these terms and conditions of any contract entered into by the Seller, then the Seller shall have the right to terminate without notice any agreements, orders or obligations and invoice the customer for any work performed and expense incurred including loss of profit.

9. SEVERANCE
If any provision of these Terms and Conditions of sale are found by any court, tribunal or administrative body of competent jurisdiction to be wholly or party illegal, invalid, void, voidable, unenforceable or unreasonable it shall, to the extent of such legality, invalidity, voidness, voidability, unenforceability or unreasonableness be deemed severable and the remaining provisions of these Terms and Conditions and the remainder of such provision shall continue in full force and effect.
10. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

(a) This term sets out the entire financial liability of the Seller (including any liability for the acts or omissions of its employees, agents and sub-contractors) to the Buyer:

(b) All warranties, conditions and other terms implied by statute or common law are, to the fullest extent permitted by law, excluded from the contract.

(c) Nothing in these Terms and Conditions of sale limits or excludes the liability of the Seller:

(i) for death or personal injury resulting from negligence; or 

(ii) for any damage or liability incurred by the Buyer as a result of fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation by the Seller; or

(iii) for any liability incurred by the Buyer as a result of any breach by the Seller of the condition as to title or the warranty as to quiet possession implied by section 2 of the Supply of Goods and Services Act 1982.

(d) Subject to the other provisions in term 12(a)(b) and (c) the Seller shall not be liable for, loss of profits, loss of business, depletion of goodwill and/or similar losses, loss of anticipated savings, loss of goods, loss of contract, loss of use, loss of corruption of data or information or any special, indirect, consequential or pure economic loss, costs, damages, charges or expenses.

(e) the Seller's total liability in contract, tort (including negligence or breach of statutory duty), misrepresentation, restitution or otherwise arising in connection with the performance or contemplated performance of this contract shall be limited to the price paid by the Buyer.

11. RIGHTS OF THIRD PARTIES
No term of this agreement shall be enforceable under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 by a third party.
12. LAW
The contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the Law of England and Wales.

13. DISCLOSURE
